School Overview:

Founded with a commitment to academic excellence, Turgut
Ozal High School offers a comprehensive and rigorous
curriculum that integrates global educational standards with
local values. Our school prepares students to excel in an
international environment through a strong foundation in the
Cambridge Program, extensive extracurricular activities, and a
vibrant community that fosters intellectual and personal growth.
Most subjects in our school are taught in English, providing our
students with an immersive learning environment that enhances
their language skills and prepares them for success in an
international setting. In addition to English, we offer two
additional foreign languages.

Enroliment:

TOH has 570 students in grades 10-12 with a senior class of 190
students. Admission to our school is based on merit and potential,
and we strive to create a diverse and inclusive community of
learners.

To apply to our school, students are required to take part in our
annual entrance exam. The exam assesses the students’
knowledge and skills in various subjects, and is followed by an
interview with our admissions team.

Every year, we offer 15 merit-based scholarships to outstanding
students who excel in our annual entrance exams.
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Grading:
The grading system is based on a 4 to 10 scale. 4 is the lowest
score, 10 is the highest score, and 5 is the lowest passing grade.

Accreditations and Partnerships:

Turgut Ozal High School is accredited by The Albanian Ministry of
Education and Cambridge International to offer the Cambridge
IGCSE and A Level programs, allowing students to achieve
internationally recognized qualifications. We also have a strong
partnership with Epoka University in Albania, enhancing our
students’ learning experience through access to university
resources, afterschool clubs, and collaborative activities like
Career Week. Our school is also an official SAT and TOEFL Center,
offering exams and preparation courses.

IGCSE Program:

This exam is a
requirement for university admission in Albania and is recognized by universities around the world. Our students
receive comprehensive instruction in all subjects covered by the Matura exam, including Albanian language and
literature, foreign languages, mathematics, natural sciences, and social studies.

e Special training sessions conducted by expert trainers from Cambridge University, ensuring that teachers remain
updated with the latest educational practices.
